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	Grant me peace. Not the peace that eliminates conflict, but the peace of Jesus Christ, that comes from great humility and generosity.
	  When the Church places on our lips words of longing for Jesus Christ, this is not just to remind us of the desires of our ancestors, but it is also to arouse our own longing for the coming of Jesus Christ in us. 

	 When I pray, I feel the desire to let allow myself to be seized by the Spirit of God, to receive on this feast of Pentecost the gift of the Spirit’s breaking the bonds that bind me too tightly to myself.

	I asked God for the gift of his Holy Spirit so as to have a large heart that would be active for the good of others.
	What characterizes our spirit is a certain liberty of spirit that allows each one the character of her own grace.
	 We give up false pleasures in order to have the happiness that hope gives, the happiness of union with God.
	 Grant me peace. Not the peace that eliminates conflict, but the peace of Jesus Christ, that comes from great humility and generosity.

	I cannot do things halfway and I want to live by faith; the rest doesn’t matter to me.
	The fruit of living in the Light is Love, but this is impossible if we do not practice justice and truth.
	Let us use our time to fill ourselves with truth and love, and then go out boldly to work for Jesus Christ. 
	True love is generous. To love is to give of oneself. 
	God leads us, and no wiser or more loving hand can guide our destiny.
	Go to the crib. When you kneel at His feet, listen to what He will say to each of you.
	Like Mary, we should receive the Word of God and meditate on it.

	Let us draw near to Mary; she is our mother and a woman that we can imitate in so many ways. 
	The beauty of Nature speaks to me of God and bids me to trust in God.
	The word of God that is proclaimed in the Gospel should make us seek Jesus Christ with great simplicity so we can love Him more each day. 
	The Assumption is God’s affair.  When I feel weak, I abandon myself to God in a way that I cannot express.
	Certain experiences [at the foundation of the Congregation] gave us concrete fellowship with the poor, made us understand their labor and their suffering.
	Let us love with the spirit that animated Jesus and Mary in their relationships – with affability, peace, kindness and service. 
	To do good to others, virtue is more important than knowledge.

	The Truth is not just an object of our analysis; above all, it is the object of our love.
	Let us ask God to give us a big and magnanimous heart. And, at the same time, let us work for it. 
	The great affair of becoming a saint is to cling to God and converse often with him.
	Each one of us is the object of a choice and of the call of Love. 
	My gaze is completely fixed on Jesus Christ and the extension of his Kingdom.
	Adoration is the greatest, most ardent love that can be in the heart of the human person. In Mary, all was adoration. 
	Among these doctrines, we must always choose those that give the most honor to God, the ones that say most insistently that God is good. 
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
